The Hon’ble Chancellor welcomed the members to the 4% meeting of the
Executive Council and informed that the University is committed to start programmes
in three disciplines, i.e., Management, Information Technology and the Indian
Philosophy and Culture from the academic session 2004-05.  As regards Bio-
Technology, the teaching programme shall start from the academic session 2005-06.
The main purpose of the meeting was to take stock of the progress made with regard to
the construction and establishment of the University. Others were to identify the niche
areas the University should operate in. In addition, the Chancellor stressed that the
University should have a sound financial and perspective plan for the next five years.
He thanked Mr. R.S. Pawar for providing coordination in the establishment of School of
Information Technology and desired similar coordination efforts with such industry
leaders as Kuoni in Travel Management and Dabur in Medicinal Plant related bio-
technology. He desired that the University should come up as an institution of
excellence for which collective efforts shall have to be made by all concerned and we
will have to work on a war footing to complete this work on the required time frame.
The Hon’ble Chancellor further observed that in the beginning, there shall inevitably be
teething problems which he hoped would be overcome. The Chancellor’s Opening Talk
is reproduced at Appendix ‘A’ attached.
